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In accordance with the decision taken by the government regarding granting permission for
schools/upgradation of status under the Maharashtra Self-Aided Schools (Establishment and
peulation) Act, 2012, the proposed school in our institution from the academic year 2014-15 has
S heen eligible for a new school on self-financing basis at HBM English Highschool, Karvale, Tal.

Ambernath for SECONDARY CLASSES through English medium.Contextual Government Decision No. SF5
/ 1114 / Pr. No.40 / SM-2, 26/02/2014 As per the terms and conditions given by the Central School
Code and Maharashtra Private School Employees (Terms of Service), as well as the provisions of the
Right to Free and Compulsory Education Act, 1981, and the Maharashtra Self-financed School
(Establishment and Establishment) Act, 2012.

Also, the government has made it eligible for a new school on self-financed basis, subject to
fulfilling all the following conditions within the prescribed period.

It is necessary to fulfill all the requirements as per the Secondary School Code as well as the
provisions of the Right of Children to Free and Compulsory Education Act, 2009. Also, the action to
grant the said permission is being taken as per the government order only on the condition that the
conditions mentioned below are fulfilled.

Every school is required to comply with the provisions of the Right of Children to Free and
Compulsory Education Act, 2009. Similarly, the managers of the schools who are deemed
‘eligible above should comply with the provisions of the Right of Children to Free and
Compulsory Education Act, 2009 and apply to the relevant competent authorities for initial
recognition of the school at their convenience. The relevant competent authorities should
ensure that the provisions of the Right of Children to Free and Compulsory Education Act,
2009 have been complied with and then take further action regarding initial recognition.

As per the provisions of the Government Decision dated 19th October 2007, it will be
mandatory for the school to be opened within 18 months, otherwise the permission order
of this school will be cancelled.

A certified copy of the relevant institution registered under the Mumbai Public Trust Act
1950 and the Institutions Registration Act 1860 only, along with a copy of the same, must
be submitted to the concerned Education Officer/To the office of the Education Inspector.

An undertaking letter from the chairman of the institution stating that there is no
pending claim in any court regarding the proposal submitted to start a school through the
said institution must be submitted to this office and a copy of it must be submitted to the
office of the concerned Education Officer/Education Inspector.

The said secondary school must strictly follow all the provisions of the Secondary School
Code, Maharashtra Private Schools Employees (Conditions of Service) Rules, 1981 and
Regulations Act, 1977, Right of Children to Free and Compulsory Education Act, 2009, and

Maharashtra Seif-Employed Literary Schools (Establishment and Regplation) Act, 2012 as

per the orders issued by the government from time to time. M

9) The institution, which has been approved on a permanent non-grant basis, must use
letters such‘as "New school/upgrade on self-financing basis" while corresponding with
the concerned authorities/government.

10) These schools must strictly follow the orders issued by the government/department from
time to time (regarding student admission and others)

11) Under section 4/(1) of the Maharashtra Self-financed School (Establishment and
Regulation) Act 2012, the amount specified in Scheduled "G" will have to be kept in the
form of a national savings certificate in any nationalized bank as a conscious deposit in the
form of a national savings certificate or a certificate or *ferm deposit.

12) It will be mandatory to be approved by the Education Inspector/ Education Officer
regarding the appointment of the Headmaster. The teacher class must be a trained graduate

of the recognized university.

13) According to the above order, the headmaster should give admission in the category of
institutions/schools which are going to open the new class. No donations should be
accepted at the time of admission.

14) It should be noted that under the Maharashtra Educational Institutions (Prohibition of
Capitation Fee) Act 1987 Maharashtra Act No. 6/88 dated 15/4/88, the institution shall not
collect any donation at the time of admission or thereafter or exercise such power over
students, parents, employees.

15) The provisitons of the Secondary School Code as well as the Maharashtra Private School
Employees (Conditions of Service) Rules, 1981 will be lollowed.

16) Teachers and non-teaching staff should be appointed as per the approved posts in the
school. While making such appointments, the quota fixed for backward classes should be
strictly followed.

17) The staff list should be approved by the concerned Education Inspector /Education Officer.
18) No activity fees should be charged from students.
19) Itis necessary to keep the school's accounts and all types of records up to date.

20) The school must have a conducive environment for students, a suitable building, a well-
equipped library / laboratory, and a separate teacher's room.

21) As per the provisions of the government order, it is necessary to establish a teacher-parent
association.

22) There must be a separate toilet for girls.

23) It will be mandatory for institution to charge thguition fees from the students as fixed
with the prior perpafspi Fthe government. AW
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B24) 1t will be mandatory to take appropriate safety measures, especially in the context of fire
prevention, to ensure the health of students and to take preventive measures to prevent
any accidents from fire.

25) Government Decision Managements that have fulfilled all the requirements as per the
prescribed rules of the government to establish a school or upgrade its status should apply
to the Education Officer/Education Inspector of the district concerned for initial approval
within one month.

26) The institution cannot make any changes in the medium, location, etc., requested for

school permission in the future. If the school starts at a place other than the place where the
government has granted permission for the school, the permission granted by the

government will automatically be considered c:incelled.

27) U-DISE DATA-It will be mandatory to fill information in the district-wise U-DISE (Unified
District Information System for Education) regarding the new school /upgrading schools
permitted by the government decision. The responsibility for registering them in a separate
category as schools permitted on a self-financed basis and obtaining a number will remain

with the institution concerned.

Appropriate action should be taken as per the above conditions and a letter of guarantee stating the
above (matters No.1 To 5) should be submitted to this office and the Education Inspector /Education
Officer concerned within three days of receipt of this letter. The date from which the new secondary
school starts should be informed along with the detailed address and postal address. Similarly, it will
be mandatory to inform this office and the Education Inspector Education Officer concerned within
three days of receipt of this letter in writing stating that all the above conditions are acceptable.
